QOur Summer 2009 Lineup of Wines

Upcoming New Releases:

2006 Alexander Valley Reserve Cabernet ($65/750ml bottle) 327 cases produced

This Reserve Cabernet displays an inviting inky-purple color that leads to pronounced aromas of
blueberry, blackberry and violets, underscored by notes of hutmeg and vanilla. Rich and full-
bodied, with powerful tannins cloaked in a velvety texture, it reveals sophisticated flavors of
blueberry pie, blue flowers and loamy earth that conclude in a long, satisfying finish.

2007 Alexander Valley Estate Zinfandel ($28/750ml bottle) 372 cases produced

Displaying a dark ruby-to-purple color with a bright rim, this Zinfandel begins with beautifully
pronounced aromas of black raspberry and dark plum, alongside exotic notes of ripe peach and

blue flowers. On the palate, it is lush and full-bodied, with a creamy mouthfeel and intense fruit
flavors of boysenberry and black raspberry, underscored by hints of fig, violet, lavender, smoke
and spice.

Current Releases:

2006 Alexander Valley Reserve Chardonnay ($38/750ml bottle)

This wine offers a golden straw color. The aromatics are intense with ripe tropical notes
underscored by layers of buttery peach, sweet vanilla and spice. The palate is rich, balanced and
full-bodied with a creamy texture, refreshing acidity and flavors of ripe pineapple, pear, lemon
cream pie and vanilla.

2007 Alexander Valley Estate Chardonnay ($24/750ml bottle)

This wine displays a pale gold color with green reflections. Aromas of pineapple, sweet white
corn and spicy Asian pear combine with notes of fresh nuts, barrel spice and hints of ginger. On
the palate it balances medium acidity with integrated oak and a lush texture revealing layers of
pineapple, pear, lemon cream pie, honeysuckle and spice.

2006 Alexander Valley Estate Cabernet Sauvignon ($36/750ml bottle)

This wine has an inviting dark ruby color that segues to aromas of black cherry, blackberry,
tealeaf, anise, currant and clove. The rich and creamy mouthfeel echoes the bouquet with juicy
layers of blackberry, dark cherry and currant, accented by spicy oak and fine-grained tannins.
